Title: CMV Retinits: Demography, Clinical Features and Treatment Outcomes in a tertiary care hospital in central India.

Purpose: To describe the demographic profile, clinical features of presentation and treatment outcomes of CMV Retinitis patients in a tertiary care hospital.
Method: In this retrospective cohort study demographic and clinical characteristics of patients with CMV Retinitis were noted. Primary outcome  measures were healed retinitis lesion. Secondary outcome measures were retinal detachment, optic atrophy.
Results: 48 eyes of 28 patients were studied.79% were male. Mean age of presentation was 31.97+/-14.62 yrs. 81.25% had bilateral disease.76.09% were HIV positive out of which 80% were on ART.18.75% had TB,12.50% had DM, 8.33% had kidney transplant,4% had T cell lymphoma, 1 patient had ALL .In 85.42%  retinitis was healed. Complications noted were retinal detachment (31.25%), optic atrophy (14.58%),Disc edema(8%),foveal atrophy (4%),macular hole(4.17%),CRVO(4%), CRAO(4%).
Conclusion: HIV was the most common associated systemic illness in CMV retinitis patients. Most of the cases showed good  outcomes to oral and intravitreal gancyclovir
